WHEREAS, The Collective Bargaining Agreement ("the Agreement") between the Town of
Albion ("Albion") and The Town of Albion Unit, Orleans County Local, The Civil Service Employee's Association Inc.,
Local 1000 AFSCME, AFL-CIO, ("The Association"), said Agreement dated January 1, 2011 having expired on
December 31, 2013, and

WHEREAS, Ongoing negotiations having taken place between Albion and The Association relating to the
renewal and/or modifications to said Agreement, and

WHEREAS, The aforesaid negotiations having resulted in a tentative Memorandum of Agreement
between Albion and The Association to be effective January 1, 2014 through December 31, 2016, a copy of which is
attached hereto, and

WHEREAS, Albion is desirous of indicating its approval to the tentative Memorandum of Agreement as
set forth herein below.
